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Year in Review

League Tennis is traditionally one of Hong Kong's most
popular and arguably the longest running team event in the
city. This year is the 100th Anniversary of the founding of
the League. In the inaugural year 1909 Kowloon Cricket
Club won the Men's Doubles "A” Division and to this day
KCC "A" Division teams are still there in the top echelons.
100 years ago, the entry fee was a mere HKS5 per team this
has gone up over 150 times. Several other teams also played
at the beginning of the twentieth century and are still fielding
teams today. These teams include Chinese Recreation Club,
Hong Kong Cricket Club, Indian Recreation Club and United
Services Recreation Club, many of
them still at the same venues as
was used in those early days. The
league has run without interruption
except for five years during the
Second World War and has over the
years grown in stature and
participation.

In 2009, 39 member clubs and
league clubs, 165 teams and more
than 2600 players took part in the
various divisions. Two major leagues
are held each year, the Summer
and Winter Leagues as well as a Mixed Doubles League, a
Veterans League (run jointly with Hong Kong Veterans Tennis
Association) a two court league (run together with the
Federation of Community Sports Clubs (FCTC)) and a Junior
League.

This year as part of the Centenary Celebrations the Summer
League Men's A+ match between defending champions LRC
1 and runners up CRC was played at Victoria Park on Thursday
June 25. We had over 250 spectators on temporary seating
erected by Court No 10 watching the very exciting match.
CRC won this match in a very tightly contested encounter
6-3.

This year as part of the Centenary Celebrations , the LMC
held the League Trophy Presentation at the Hong Kong
Cricket Club, the venue for the first ever meeting of the
League although back in 1909 the HKCC was located in
Central on the present site of Chater Gardens. This meaningful
presentation was held on 29 October, and over 200 league
players joined the function.
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The HKTA is constantly searching for opportunities that will
allow more clubs and players to participate in league tennis.
The Winter Two-Court league was one of these initiatives.
This league that is jointly organised by the HKTA and the
FCTC aims at introducing league tennis to all community
tennis cubs and residential tennis clubs in Hong Kong,
especially targeting those clubs and complexes that have
only two available courts. In 2009, 90 teams from 27 FCTC
member clubs and 7 HKTA member clubs and residential
tennis clubs participated. We have been very pleased with
the response to this initiative and will continue to explore
other avenues to attract more teams and players to this
event and also to introduce some more new and exciting
ideas.

HKTA Tennis Convenors' Tournament 2009

The tenth HKTA Tennis Convenors' Tournament took place
on November 29 during the morning of finals day at the
CRC Open 2009. This tournament jointly hosted by the
League Management Committee (LMC) and the Chinese
Recreation Club is always a well attended and enjoyable
event and 2009 proved no exception. The players in this
event are vying for the Convenors' Cup, a perpetual trophy
that was donated in 1999 by HKTA President, Mr. Kenneth
Tsui, in memory of his late father and uncle - Tsui Wai Pui
and Tsui Yun Pui - these gentlemen affectionately referred
to as "The Tsui Brothers" by their peers, will always be
remembered for their remarkable contribution to Hong Kong
tennis.
