will service all standards and ages. We want the HKTA
Tennis Centre to become a base where people will not
only seriously train but come to play, have fun and to
socialise.

The first match for the Davis Cup team will be a home tie
against Philippines. It will be played at Victoria Park in
early March and we hope for a first round Home win for
the Hong Kong boys. Our ladies Federation Cup team
fly to Perth in early February for the Asia Oceania Zone
Group 2 play-off. They should finish top of this group and
be back in Group | for 2010. | would also like to see our
juniors get some good results in the ITF team events that
are all played in the Spring as well as in the ITF Junior
Circuit 18U events played all year around the world.
We hope that our boys and girls can perform well for
Hong Kong and come back from overseas tournaments
with some titles in their pockets. We currently have 21
players on the ITF world rankings and we are aiming for
25 in 2009.

We understand that many juniors in Hong Kong do
see playing tennis as a means to get a scholarship to
a college in the USA and we are willing to help them
realise this ambition. The Education and Qualification
Committee (EQC) are continually producing information
for these players, and there are a group of persons who
have had experience either as a parent of a child who
has taken advantage of a scholarship, or a player who
has actually had a tennis scholarship, available to talk
to any player and their parents about the scholastic
opportunities that are possible for tennis players, both
in Hong Kong or abroad. Other important information is
the options that are available to players after completing
a full time tennis playing career, and the EQC also look
into this aspect. We will continue to improve our service
for all these players and their parents.

Our search for talented players mainly in Hong Kong
but also in other parts of Asia will continue, and our local
Elite programmes the TG and NTS, will be enlarged and
improved as more talented juniors are discovered.

Victoria Park Centre Court renovations together with the
relocation of the 9 side courts will be completed by the
end of 2009. With upgraded facilties available we can
now seriously look into the possibility of bringing back
a world-class tennis tournament to Hong Kong. The
Hong Kong tennis public have been deprived of the
opportunity to see a professional ranking event for too
long.

The Association will also continue to lobby for a world
class indoor stadium that will bring Hong Kong back into
the streamline of sports in Asia.
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Year in Review

2008 has been a busy year for the Association and the
Executive Committee (EXCQO), we moved into the HKTA
Tennis Centre at Kowloon Tsai Park in the early part of
the year and since then a great deal of time has been
expended in getting the plans for the renovations of the
centre approved along with all the numerous day-to-day
affairs of HKTA, as directed by the Council.

Major activities in 2008 have included:

Working with the committee chairs and departmental
managers to prepare and adopt the HKTA annual
budget for 2008/2009 and the yearly plan for
2009/2010. In the yearly plan, budgeted activities
and expenditures were laid down in detail; financial
control has been exercised in a prudent manner
accordingly. Budgets for HKTA Tennis Centre also
needed to be considered this year as well as arequest
for funding sent to the Sir David Trench Fund to assist
with the renovations at the centre. The loss of Elite
Vote status in February meant additional costs on the
budgets for the Elite players and this also needed
to be addressed. The International Tennis Federation
(ITF) requested a five year plan 2008-2013 from the
Association and this was prepared earlier in the
year.

Having regular meetings with the General Manager of
the HKTA to ensure that all programmes and activities
organised by the HKTA follow the guidelines set by
the HKTA Council, and the various other committees.
The General Manager helps the members of
EXCO fulfill their duties and liaises with the LCSD,
the HKSI, the ITF, Government departments and
other sporting bodies on a day-to-day basis.

To ensure a good line of communication between
the EXCO, the General Manager and members of
the HKTA office and coaching staff, the operation
of the HKTA is divided into five main streams:
coaching, development, tournament, corporate
affairs and administration and since the beginning of
2008 the HKTA Tennis Centre at Kowloon Tsai Park,
each department has a competent manager and
enthusiastic and good staff who report to the General
Manager.

Our international relationships remain good, close
contact is established with the parent body the
International Tennis Federation (ITF). The President
and Honorary Secretary attended the ITF Annual
General Meeting in June and the President also went
to the Annual General Meeting of the Asian Tennis
Federation (ATF) in August. Visitors from the ITF
have passed through Hong Kong during the year
and meetings have been held with these delegates.
Our relationship with China and the Chinese Tennis
Association continues to remain good. Visits and
exchanges with our Chinese counterparts are
encouraged.



Bringing in talented players from China to enlarge
our local pool of talent has proven successful
over the years and we will continue this trend of
identifying players that may come to train in Hong
Kong and eventually represent the HKSAR. This
will in no way deter the training of local Hong Kong
juniors, our top priority will always be to these Hong
Kong players, and we will endeavors to find medal
winners from amongst the local talent as well as
our imported players. In fact we find that having
these highly motivated players in Hong Kong and
on our programmes spurs on the local children and
encourages them to improve their own results.

Renovations are nearly completed at Victoria Park
on the Centre Court and the office and ancillary
rooms underneath the stadium, and are expected
to be ready for the JB*Group Classic in January
2009. The first matches to be played on the newly
resurfaced Centre Court will be the HKTA National
Championships during mid December 2008. The
relocation of courts 1-9 and the renovation of courts
10-13 are expected to be completed before the East
Asian Games tennis event being held at Victoria Park
in December 2009. Many meetings have been held
during the year regarding various aspects of these
renovations including the lighting, scoreboards, the
size and relocation of the courts and the problems that
may be encountered once the courts are completed
on the handball court, which is the traditional location
of tented villages when professional events are taking
place. The HKTA strongly feel that the public should
not be compromised by losing the courts when a
professional event is taking place.

A great deal of time in 2008 has been taken up with
the new acquisition of the tennis and squash courts
at Kowloon Tsai Park. The HKTA took over these
courts on 1st March and up to this time we have still
not been able to commence work on the renovations
to the squash courts. This has been mainly due
to problems with the Fire Services Department
regulations that were not signalled by the LCSD
or anticipated when the contract was signed. After
a great deal of frustration the plans have finally
been approved. Although we cannot make all the
improvements to the facilities that we had hoped
and expected to, the changes when completed
sometime in early 2009 will make the facility much
more professional and user-friendly.

Elite Vote status was taken away from tennis on
1st February 2008 and the HKTA have taken over
the training of the Elite players. This is a potential
drain on our resources however with grants to the
top girls and assistance from the Hong Kong Sports
Institute with courts and other ancillary facilities,
along with some funding from the Hong Kong Tennis
Foundation we are managing the finances for the Elite
players efficiently, as of this time. We did put together
a suggested alternative points system for tennis as
we feel that tennis is unique, given the popularity of
the sport, the numbers of persons playing the game,
the amount of prize money involved and the difficulty
in making it into the top stream of players; however
our suggested amendments were disregarded and
tennis scoring remains the same as it has been for
many years. This effectively eliminates any chance
of tennis returning as an Elite Sport in 2009 as the
events to get points in 2008 were not there, our
best chance the Asian Tennis Championships was
recently cancelled by the ATF. However despite all
this the programme has not changed and the top
players have not suffered in anyway.

With the renovations at Victoria Park scheduled to
be completed in 2009 one of the future aims of the
HKTA is to bring back to Hong Kong a professional
tennis tournament. With changes in the calendar on
both the Men’s and Women’ Circuit it is feasible that
additional tournaments may become available to
Hong Kong in the future. As we are very aware that
the public of Hong Kong want to see professional
tournaments back on the sporting calendar as much

as the Association do, EXCO will continue to follow
this up.




With a great emphasis being placed on the 2009 East
Asian Games by the government, several meetings
have already been held during 2008 to ensure that
the tennis event is well organised. The Games that
will be held in December 2009 at Victoria Park will
include Men’s and Women’s Singles and Doubles
and Mixed Doubles. This will be a great opportunity
for our aspiring players to shine, as well as giving the
public of Hong Kong a chance to see some of East
Asia’s top players in action.

Continuing discussions have taken place during the
year to consider how to keep players in the game.
Due to the generous scholarships that are available
from US colleges many of our best players leave
Hong Kong, and then, because of college tennis
commitments it is difficult to have them available to
represent us. Fulltime players would be the answer
but it is hard to persuade the parents that a living
can be made from professional tennis. EXCO and
the Education and Qualifications Committee have
spent a great deal of time looking into all the various
options for players after their tennis playing careers
are over, in the hope that we can persuade more
players to take up the game full time. We will not
however neglect any player who may wish to get
an education before spending more time on tennis,
and we have set up means of assisting them to
acquire information should they wish to attend
universities and colleges either in Hong King or
in other countries. A panel has been set up and a
leaflet produced to help any players or parents that
may wish to find out more about these options as
well as an online platform on the HKTA website to
help overseas coaches identify Hong Kong players
for their colleges.

Terms of Reference

The Executive Committee is a standing committee of
the HKTA Council and is empowered to exercise all
the powers and perform all the duties of the Council
on any matter within the Council’s jurisdiction where
decisions have to be made and actions taken
between regularly scheduled Council Meetings
or where specific responsibilities have from time
to time been delegated to the Committee by the
Council.

It will also make decisions within the policies,
strategies and agreed budget of the Council,
conduct programme evaluation and perform
internal audits.

The Committee shall assist in the development of
agendas for HKTA Council Meetings and review
recommendations from the President.

It will make recommendations to the Council on
matters of future policy, government and external
relations, media policies, conflicts of interest
issues, strategic planning, funding and resource
allocation, as well as on matters not assigned to
other committees.




Year in Review

The main commitment of the Coaches Development
Committee (CDC) is to conduct ongoing coaches
development work and raise the standards of coaching
in Hong Kong. We have been striving to expand the
opportunities that will enable coaches to acquire the
latest knowledge in coaching that they need to stay
in the forefront of the coaching industry. By enabling
coaches to keep abreast of the latest coaching
know-how and technology in the game of tennis through
on-going education we believe that the interests of the
tennis public can be protected and ultimately more
benefits will be delivered to the players.

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In 2008, the CDC convened 16 valuable workshops
and seminars under the “Continuous Professional
Development Programme” (CPDP) featuring renowned
local and overseas speakers. They delivered various
topics related to tennis and sports science, including
the latest knowledge of coaching techniques, fitness
for tennis, strategic planning for major games and the
importance of diet as well as sports injury prevention
and many other interesting subjects. Thanks are due
to the speakers who made our CPDP programme such
a success. They are Mr. Jacques Hervet (International
tennis expert), Mr. Raymond Mak (Vice President
Buddist Vassar Chinese Medical Association), Mr.
So Chow Shing Chi (Physiotherapist of New York
Medical Group Pain Centre), Senior Lecturer, HD
in Sports Training & Training Science of IVE (Chai
Wan), Mr. Ray Kelly (HKTA Director of Coaching and
Development), Ms. Elia Hill (HKTA Professional Coach),
Mr. Johann Filmater (HKTA Professional Coach),
Mr. Ricky Chan (Vice Chairman HKTA Coach
Development Committee), and last but not least the
Instructors from the Auxiliary Medical Services.
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Running in parallel with the CPDP, the CDC have also

worked closely with the Education and Qualifications
Committee (EQC) to organise the Coach Certification
Scheme. With the support of international expert
Mr. Jacques Hervet, 3 Mini Tennis Instructor Courses,
3 Elementary Coach Courses and one Development
Coach Course were successfully completed last year.
Each year following the success of these certification
courses we are pleased to see that the needs for
quality coaches are being met with the flow of new
coaches joining the coaching industry and currently
the number of licensed coaches total over 300. The
EQC and the CDC are also keen to identify coach
benefits for licensed coaches and will continue to liaise
with potential sponsors to offer exceptional and useful
benefits to coaches. All coaches who are working on
HKTA programmes hold a valid coach license.

This year, we were very pleased to have the opportunity
to organise the “Tennis for Sichuan” fund raising event
which was held at three venues, namely Chinese
Recreation Club (CRC), Craigengower Cricket Club
(CCC) and South China Athletic Association (SCAA).
The CDC liaised with the local coaches by inviting
them to offer their coaching services to support this
worthwhile event. | would like to take this opportunity to
thank those coaches who kindly volunteered their free
time by offering free coaching lessons to the donors.

HKTA Coach Certification Scheme

The HKTA Coach Certification was inaugurated in
2002 after an extensive study review conducted
by the International Tennis Federation (ITF) and
professionals in the field. Since then, CDC has taken
on the responsibility to run the coach training courses
and during the past 7 years, we have organised 16
Mini Tennis Instructor Courses, 22 Elementary Coach
Courses, 6 Development Coach Courses and one
Advanced Coach Course. Mr. Jacques Hervet together
with Mr. Ricky Chan have contributed immensely to the
implementation of the Scheme, and as a result more
players, parents, college students, teachers and starter
coaches have gained knowledge in coaching from this
high quality and professional programme endorsed
by ITF.

Workshops and Seminars

The CDC recognises the importance of ongoing
professional development for tennis coaches and has
worked closely with EQC to deliver workshops and
seminars to coaches so that they can acquire valuable
knowledge and skills across a wide range of areas
relevant to the tennis coaching professional. The CPDP
not only provides a continual learning journey for the
coaches, it also aims at upgrading and maintaining
the coaching standard in Hong Kong by expanding
the opportunities for coaches to further enhance their
knowledge and furnishing them with the proficiency that
is required to stay at the forefront of the tennis industry.

Highlights of the year included the series of “Fitness for
Tennis” workshops presented by Mr. Johann Filmater,
HKTA Professional Coach & Level 1 Sports Trainer,
Sports Medicine Australia; Mr. Sam Li, Senior Lecturer,
HD in Sports Training & Training Science of IVE (Chai
Wan), “Sports Injury Prevention” by Mr. So Chow Shing
Chi (Physiotherapist of New York Medical Group Pain
Centre) and “Diet and Health” by Mr. Raymond Mak of
Buddist Vassar Chinese Medical Association, as well as
the very well received on-court workshops addressing
the latest coaching techniques for junior training,
effective stroke production and Gross Motor Skill etc.
Enthusiastic group discussions on tactics and special
topics such as dynamic warm up, and fundamentals
were also focused on.

The CDC also organised a workshop entitled “Davis Cup
Training — Go behind the scene” enabling the coaches to
take a closer look at how the Hong Kong Team prepared
for the Hong Kong Vs Lebanon event held in April 2008.
Team Captain, Mr. Derek Ling examined various aspects
regarding the training needs of the Hong Kong team and
other issues that required to be taken into consideration
in order to help Hong Kong achieve good results.

In June, officers from the Auxiliary Medical Services were
invited to give a very interesting talk on Cardiopulmonary
Resuscitation (CPR) and how to handle cases of heat
exhaustion and injuries to bones and joints. The
response and attendance was just as overwhelming as
in previous years and all of the 21 coaches who attended
the seminar passed the course assessment.

In early November, Mr. Eric Chung, HKTA technical
executive led a team of 7 coaches on a trip to China
to watch the Shanghai Masters and met with the “Bus
Tennis Team” from Shanghai. Unfortunately due to the
tight schedule of the Masters event, the coaches could
not visit many places during their stay, however they
returned to Hong Kong very satisfied as they had the
opportunity to watch some of the best players in the
world in action in the internationally acclaimed Shanghai
Stadium.

In addition to organising workshops for the coaches,
CDC invites coaches to participate in an evaluation
process through which coaches’ feedback is collected
at the end of each workshop. By engaging the coaches
in the evaluation process, the Committee has been able
to create a more in-depth understanding of the needs of
the coaches and can therefore continue to deliver value
added workshops to the coaches in Hong Kong.

In the coming year, the CDC, in collaboration with the
EQC and the Leisure and Cultural Services Department
(LCSD) will continue to promote the objectives and
importance of continuous development of coaches and
offer community coaches opportunities to experience
the dynamics of the workshops.

Through the LCSD, the CDC has invited community
coaches to attend workshops free of charge and we
will continue this provision in the future. We hope that
this will enable them to exchange their experiences in
coaching with the other participating coaches, and at
the same time to develop a better understanding of
how coaches are recognised by, and benefit from, the
Licensing Scheme.




Coaches’ Benefits

In 2008, the CDC has also extended its role in
coach development by offering a range of coach
benefits including insurance, discounts on equipment,
physiotherapy service, signage and access to the
workshops/seminars organised by other leading tennis
and sports organizations and the sports governing
bodies. These benefits are designed to support
coaches so that they can bring more benefits to the
players in future.

Online Coaches’ Registry

The electronic Coaches’ Registry serves a multitude
of purposes; not only is it a unique way of introducing
our coaches to the general public, it also helps to raise
the profile of our team of HKTA-licensed coaches by
increasing the options and choices of qualified coaches
that are available. The Registry is now in its fifth year
of operation and has been working well and effectively
especially in promoting our coaches to the members
and the tennis public and facilitating people in search
of a well qualified coach. Additional information is
continually being updated on the online coaches’
profiles, including their years of coaching and their work
experience.

The Committee will continue to ensure that the tennis
community can have fast access to the coaches
information and their profiles, and to educate end
users to take the advantages of learning from qualified
coaches. This Registry plays an important role in

realizing the HKTA's goal of enhancing the general
playing standard in the territory.

Coaches’ Library

In order to facilitate the continual development and
upgrading of coaches in Hong Kong, the scope of
the HKTA Coaches’ Library keeps expanding with
more collections of essential publications sourced
by the Committee, as well as DVDs and videotapes
from the International Tennis Federation (ITF) and well
established tennis companies and academics. The
latest issues and developments in the world of coaching
will continually be added to the library to enable our
HKTA licensed coaches to keep up with changes in the
international world of coaching.

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Year in Review

2008 has been another successful year for the Junior
Development Programme which embraces all levels
of junior players and involves a wide range of tennis
promotional events and school activities. The Junior
Tennis Squad has continued to grow and develop
during the year, and there are currently over 750
players involved in regular squad training at 26 venues,
making it one of the most popular junior development
programmes in any sport in the territory. In addition to
the squad training, thousands of children and teenagers
have joined mini tennis or tennis classes with HKTA
licensed coaches in the Regional Mini Tennis and the
Tennis-for-All programme. The Development Committee
is very pleased to see so many players making good
progress in advancing their skills and improving their
position on the Junior Development Pyramid. We hope
that amongst these juniors are Hong Kong's future
representative players and medal winners.

Other notable enrolment figures of this year include
1,046 children taking part in the Hong Kong Life Tennis
Stars of the Future 2008 and more than 800 courses that
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have been organised for primary school pupils under
the School Sports Promotion Scheme. The response
to the Prince/HKTA Mini Tennis Promotion Scheme was
overwhelming and the Scheme maintains its position
as one of our most popular programmes of the past 16
years. 533 mini tennis players took part in four Inter-
District Competitions and winners were then invited to
participate in the Annual Championships held at the HK
Park Sports Centre on 24th May, 2008. The Committee
also held a Talent Selection Day and spotted 16 talented
players aged 12&U that will receive further focus training
under the direct supervision of the Selection Panel.

staff.
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HKTA Junior Tennis Squad

The HKTA Junior Squad has long been the breeding
ground for aspiring young tennis talent. It is the vision
of the HKTA that through the Junior Tennis Squads
we will build up a broad base of sustainable tennis-
playing youngsters in Hong Kong. In 2008, the HKTA
operated Squad Training centres at 26 venues all over
Hong Kong, Kowloon and the New Territories. Over 750
teenagers have been invited to participate in this well
structured programme which consists of 3 levels namely
Foundation, Development and Potential.

This year, in order to encourage more match play
amongst the squad players, a new Ladder System was
introduced in October to all 57 squads. This is proving
to be very popular and during the last 2 months over 40
matches have been organised and players have started
moving up and down on the ladders. The Committee will
also consider running a series of match days to facilitate
the court booking for these ladder matches.

Talent Selection

The Committee has maintained their focus on talent
identification and the Selection Panel members have
been working closely with HKTA on the selection
process during the year. An open assessment was
organised in August and 16 potential juniors out of 100
were spotted to receive free weekly one-on-one training
by HKTA licensed coaches. Players are supervised
by the Panel and must complete an agreed number of
training hours per week. They must also achieve results
in local tournaments in order to be eligible to continue
this training in the next quarter.

The Committee has worked closely with a Task Force
led by Mr. Daniel Lee that is continuing to explore new
avenues for improving the effectiveness of the training
for our players . A number of on-court workshops for
Squad Coaches have been organised allowing Daniel
and other top coaches to share their experiences
and organise demonstrations of the latest teaching
methods.

Parents are vital for the development of players and
the growth of their children. We have organised
“Squad Meets” in a form of group activities and parent
meetings in order to enable parents, coaches and the
HKTA staff to get together to review the performance
of the programme, bring new ideas to the training and
understand each others’ problems. Our thanks go to
Prince for sponsoring a pizza party and prizes for the
winners of the Squad Awards namely Squad Stars,

Squad Leaders and Most Improved Players.




Mini-Tennis

Mini-Tennis is easier to promote than tennis as it can be
played in a gymnasium or schoolyard. The light rackets
and balls and reduced court size are ideally suited for
the ability and physique of small children. The Prince/
HKTA Mini Tennis Promotion Scheme is in its 16th year
and has been supported since its inception by the Hong
Kong Tennis Foundation. Many talented players have
been spotted from this school based programme and
have then progressed to the Junior Squad training with
several of them going on to represent Hong Kong at
the Junior and Senior levels. The Committee see this
Programme as one of the most important schemes for
introducing tennis to the schools, to the children and
their parents and for identifying tennis talents. Since its
inauguration, over 11,600 students have participated
in this scheme and several hundred teachers have
become mini tennis instructors.

Training courses for the PE teachers of the participating
schools are organised to enable them to become mini
tennis instructors and once qualified they can train
their own pupils either in the PE lessons or during
extracurricular activitives.

Tennis in Schools

The Schools Sports Programme (SSP) continued its
success in 2008. Approximately 16,000 young school
children have been given the opportunity to play tennis
at school. Coupled with the benefit of an opportunity to
play matches in the inter-school competitions, children
can fully enjoy playing mini tennis and are ready for the
advancement to playing real tennis in the future.

Building on the success of the School Sports Promotion,
the Mini Tennis Badge & Certificate Scheme has
attracted many additional students who wish to acquire
a badge of their respective levels. Over 3,400 children
have so far obtained a Gold, Silver or Bronze Badge
under this Scheme.

The Committee also sees the potential of young children
playing mini tennis at kindergartens and successfully
introduced mini tennis classes to 3 kindergartens early
this year. The feedback from the schoolmasters was very
positive and we expect to see many more kindergartens
joining the programme in the future and bringing tennis
to children aged 4-5.

In general the schools programmes are recognised to

be a great success, and credit must go to the schools
principals, to the devoted teachers who have worked
with the HKTA for many years and to the HKTA licensed
coaches.

HKTA Regional Mini Tennis
Training Scheme

HKTA also offers mini-tennis training programmes for
children across the territory in public facilities. As a
result of all the different Mini Tennis programmes, we
have made steady progress in terms of expanding
the base of mini tennis players. Over 1,600 children
have taken part in the Regional Mini Tennis Training
Programmes in 2008.




Community Tennis

The LCSD, HKTF and the HKTA have been working
in partnership to increase participation across all
sectors to fulfill our task in broadening the base of tennis
participation in the territory.

In 2008, we have continued to explore channels to
promote the community participation in tennis, and
ways to foster partnerships with different sectors for
the promotion of community sports. We have been
working with the Federation of Community Tennis
Clubs (FCTC), schools, the district offices and the
non-governmental organisations in the community, in
order to promote tennis-related activities and create a
sustainable sporting culture in Hong Kong.

As of November 2008, a total of 35 community tennis
clubs are affiliated with the HKTA, the highest number
of community clubs amongst all sports in Hong Kong.
In collaboration with the FCTC, the HKTA also promote
various tennis initiatives to the tennis community such as
tennis fun days and a Coach Licensing Scheme through
the network of Community Tennis Clubs. It is our hope
that by increasing the opportunities for community
tennis to flourish, the overall tennis population will also
grow and more people can benefit from the game.

This year, we have also made significant inroads
in introducing the sport to the community and the
corporate sector through a number of tennis initiatives.
In particular, an additional channel has been opened
to promote tennis to the senior citizens, enabling them
to play tennis through the LCSD Healthy Exercises
for Longevity Programme and compete in modified
games.



Tennis-for-All

To promote the concept of ‘Tennis-For-All’ and to
popularise tennis in Hong Kong, the HKTA offers
tennis training courses for adults and juniors across
the territory. Divided into Beginners, Intermediate

and Advanced Levels, these Tennis-For-All training
courses focus on increasing the accessibility of tennis
to everyone in various districts. Overseen by HKTA-
licensed coaches in order to safeguard coaching
quality, courses have been designed to accommodate
progression of advanced players as well as to
accommodate those who wish to learn to play the
game and enjoy tennis purely as a recreational activity.

International Tennis Number (ITN)

The ITN has proven to be a good tool for encouraging
more people to play tennis and it has integrated
perfectly into our development strategies by acting as
an indicator for testing the ability of players. In 2008, we
continued to hold ITN Assessment Days to enable the
tennis public to obtain their own ITN number under the
ITN evaluation system.

Hong Kong Life -
Tennis Stars of the Future 2008

To encourage teenagers to make better use of their
summer vacation, and to expand the exposure of tennis
to youngsters, the ever-popular Hong Kong Tennis Stars
of the Future Programme kicked off once again in July.
First inaugurated with the blessing of Asian-American
tennis star, Michael Chang, the programme has for
years attracted thousands of newcomers to the game
of tennis. In 2008 approximately 1,046 fresh new faces
have picked up a tennis racket for the first time, all of
whom will hopefully, in time, learn to appreciate the time-
honoured virtues of tennis and come to embrace it as “a
sport for life”.

HKTA Corporate Tennis Training
Scheme

In addition to providing tennis training programmes
at the community level, the HKTA also caters to the
corporate sector in Hong Kong. This scheme offers
tailor-made and budget-priced tennis courses for players
of all ability levels, taught by HKTA-licensed coaches.
Corporations have the option of choosing their preferred
time slot and venue, and the scheme’s flexibility and
cost effectiveness make it an ideal sporting activity for
the hectic lifestyles of today’s business executives.

Year in Review

Despite the many challenges that exist, the
Licensing Scheme has had a successful year with
a record high number of 322 licensed coaches as of
March 08. Approximately 70% of the licenses have
already been renewed for another two years. This
percentage is high when compared with the figures
of previous years. The Licensing Scheme has also
been widely supported by the Leisure and Cultural
Services Department (LCSD) and other tennis clubs.
Increased recognition has been given to it, through the
coach registry process adopted by the LCSD. A joint
announcement was made by the LCSD and HKTA that
effective from 1st October, 2008, any new tennis coach
wishing to register with LCSD to teach the community
tennis programmes would require the possession of a
an HKTA Coach License. This arrangement has further
promoted the Scheme to the coaches and players at
the community level and enable the HKTA to meet the
needs for quality coaches in Hong Kong.
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In conjunction with the Coaching Licensing Scheme,
the Education and Qualifications Committee (EQC) has
maintained an active role in the HKTA Coach Certification
Scheme by ensuring that coaches who wish to further
develop their career in the field are able to gain higher
levels of qualifications in a professional, modernised
certification programme endorsed by the International
Tennis Federation (ITF), the international authority
of tennis. Many coaches wish to learn new teaching
techniques and improve their coaching standards. Each
year we have overwhelming responses to the various
levels of our coach certification courses provided. In
2008, 3 Mini Tennis Instructor Courses, 3 Elementary
Coach Courses and one Development Coach Course
were organised.

The Committee has also had continuous discussion
throughout the year to consider how best to keep
junior players in the game. The EQC has reviewed the
education needs of players and deployed strategies to
assist them in achieving their academic targets whilst
at the same time pursuing excellence in tennis. In 2008
we decided to enhance communication and networking
with US colleges and oversea coaches. The Committee
is setting up a new online platform, attached to the HKTA
website, allowing oversea coaches & college teachers
to view and access Hong Kong players’ profiles online
in a special log-in area. We believe that the enhanced
communication will facilitate the “matching” process
effectively and will bring more direct benefit to our
services and players in future.
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ITF-endorsed HKTA Coach
Certification Scheme

Since the ITF-endorsed HKTA Coach Certification
Scheme was inaugurated in 2002, Mr. Jacques
Hervet, an ITF Programme Expert from France,
along with Ricky Chan, our local tutor, have
contributed immensely to the programme design
and implementation of the Scheme. During the past
7 vyears, the HKTA has successfully conducted
16 Mini-Tennis Instructor Courses, 22 Elementary
Coaching Courses, 8 Development Coaching Courses,
and 1 Advanced Coaching Course. In addition to these,
the Committee initiated Elementary Coach Pre-Courses
and Davis Cup workshops to provide introductory
course information to attendees so that they could
better prepare themselves for the training courses and
the examinations.

The Committee has also maintained a close working
relationship with the ITF and the Coach Development
Committee by seeking their views and expertise to
support the growth of the Certification Programme.
When Dave Miley and Frank Couraud passed through
Hong Kong in November 2008, a luncheon meeting
was organised for the members to discuss the latest
developments in coach education.

HKTA Coach Licensing Scheme

Initiated by the EQC, the HKTA Coach Licensing
Scheme serves to provide a quality benchmark to
assess the overall standard of coaches, to meet the
market demand for standardisation and recognition
towards coaches’ qualification and to open a learning
window for the coaches to keep abreast of the latest
coaching know-how and technology in the game of
tennis through a continuous educational programme.

In 2008, the HKTA Coach Licensing Scheme maintained
its expansion to assist coaches to make continuous
improvement. The four-level licensing scheme
comprising Advanced Level (CL-3), Development Level
(CL-2) and Elementary Level (CL-1), as well as the Mini-
Tennis Instructor Level (MT), provides different levels
and paths for professional development. This year,
approximately 70% of the licensed coaches gained the
prerequisite credit points and successfully renewed
their licenses for another two years, making a total of
300 coaches who had registered in the Scheme as of
1st November. All coaches employed by the HKTA to
conduct its training courses must hold a valid HKTA
license.

Parallel to our work in administrating new registration
and renewal processes, the Committee has actively
promoted the benefits of the Coach Licensing Scheme
to the community tennis coaches. We have worked
closely with the LCSD & tennis clubs to involve those
coaches who wish to upgrade their standard of
coaching and keep themselves abreast of the latest
knowledge in coaching and sports, by means of
workshops and seminars organised under the
Continuous Professional Development Programme.
The Scheme was recognised by the LCSD in 2008
when they announced that from 1st October onwards,
any new tennis coaches who wish to register with the
LCSD as part time coaches for the community tennis
programmes would require an HKTA license.

HKTA Education Initiatives

HKTA players have made a great contribution to
the tennis scene in Hong Kong. Their undeniable
achievements in the development of both themselves
as players, and their efforts for the development of
tennis in Hong Kong, warrant support from the HKTA.
By offering to help them secure scholarships and
places at schools, colleges and universities both in
Hong Kong and in other countries, the Committee aims
to assist high calibre tennis players to study at colleges
or universities that provide a quality environment for
academic excellence, and at the same time allow them
to develop their tennis talent.

Following our establishment of a database to assist
players to apply for university scholarships last year, we
have in 2008 initiated an online platform where players’
profiles together with video footages can be uploaded
for viewing by authorised persons. The Committee
feels that this is an effective way to communicate with
oversea coaches and college teachers who are ready
to offer scholarships to overseas players including
potential players from Hong Kong. We firmly believe
that this is a worthy cause and that establishing
successful partnerships with colleges is essential for
the development of players and the grooming of future
sports leaders.

To promote our service for player education, a number of
Parent Meetings were held. Members of the Committee
spoke tomany interested parentsin order toimpress them
upon the benefits of being a top junior when applying
for scholarships, stressing the importance of keeping a
good balance between tennis and schooling.

In 2009, the Committee will continue to seek new
channels for the improvement of its educational service
for players and will collaborate with local and oversea
schools in the provision of additional assistance to our
junior players. Most importantly, the HKTA will continue
to liaise with various sports and educational bodies in
Hong Kong to petition the Education and Manpower
Bureau for the adoption of a more sports-person friendly

policy.

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Year in Review

2008 was a fruitful and challenging year for the Elite
Committee. HKTA took over the elite players training
after tennis lost its Elite Sport status at the Hong Kong
Sports Institute (HKSI) on 1st February 2008. The Elite
Committee has now expanded its role to provide more
supervision and technical support to the elite full time
players under the direction of the HKTA Council and the
EXCO. Despite tennis no longer being considered as
an Elite Sport, our top players Zhang Ling and Jessica
Yang have been making good progress throughout the
year. The highlights being Zhang Ling best year ranking
of 313 in singles and 284 in doubles on her first full year
playing the WTA circuit , and Jessica playing her final
year as a Junior reaching 22 in the ITF Junior World
Ranking and also gaining enough points to get a WTA
world ranking.

In the junior game, the players in the National Training
Squad (NTS) achieved some notable results on the ITF
circuit, the ATF 14U Series, the China National Junior
Series and the China National Junior Series Grand
Masters. The World Junior Tennis Boys (WJT) Team
completed the event in 5th position in the Asia Oceania
region, just failing to qualify for the world group by one
place; Vincent Yau captured the singles title in the ATF
14U Philippines Series, Kelvin Lam came 3rd in the 14U
Asian Junior Championship in Indonesia and was then
invited by the ITF to take part in the ITF 14U European
Tour during the summer. Other medallists include
Brian Yeung, No. 1 fitness player and doubles finalists

of the China National Junior Series and the doubles
finalist in the ATF 14U Series in Philippines; Kevin Wong
and Jonathan Cho reaching the semifinals of the ATF
14U Series in Philippines; Kevin's runners up trophies
obtained at the Chinese National Junior Series & ATF
Series were also very notable.

We currently have 11 girls and 10 boys on the World
junior rankings with Dino Dell'Orto leading the boys
with his highest ranking of the year being 145 in April
and Jessica Yang Zi Jun leading the girls, her highest
ranking of the year was 22 in July before she stopped
playing junior tennis to concentrate on gaining a WTA
women’s world ranking.

The Talent Group (TG) is performing very well under
the professional management of the HKTA National
Coaching Team and the HKTA staff. More elements
relating to modernized tennis and fitness have been
integrated into the training. In addition a group of
young athletic children have been recruited to a new
Talent ID programme. These young talented players
will train in a well structured programme from which
they could, if they wish, and are committed to improve,
make it to the top and eventually represent Hong Kong
in ITF and ATF events.

ITF Team Events &
Player Selection

The Elite Committee works closely with the HKTA
Selection Committee to ensure that the procedure
of selection for junior team events is well defined
and closely followed when selecting teams for the
ITF Team Events, the Junior Davis Cup, Junior Fed
Cup and World Junior Tennis. Our ultimate objective
is to nurture potential players into medal-winning
candidates at major games and other top level
competitions such as the Asian Games, East Asian
Games, the Asian Championships and hopefully one
day, the Olympic Games. We also want to see the
next generation of promising juniors capable of leaving
their footprints on the professional circuit in the not too
distant future.

In 2008 the WJT boys did extremely well in the Asia/
Oceania Qualifying Zone finishing in 5th position, thus
just failing to qualify for world group by one position. In
the other team events our juniors also performed very
well and received a lot of appreciation from coaches
and their peers. The Junior Davis Cup Team came 12th
(11th in 2007) in Thailand. The 14U girls were placed
12th (12th in 2007) in the WJT in India and the Junior
Fed Cup Team came 13th in (10th in 2006) in Malaysia.

HKTA Full Time / Elite Training
Programme

Since Tennis lost its Elite Sport status on 1st February
2008, the HKTA has taken up the responsibility of
training players to represent Hong Kong in major
international events. The Elite Committee worked
closely with the HKSI to ensure a smooth transition
for the players to merge into the HKTA Full Time
Programme and to apply for the funding that will
support the players’ training and overseas tournaments.
The Committee also strengthened its supervision and
management work for the programme by employing
well qualified coaches from overseas to direct the
training and set up individualized development plans
and travel plans for the top players.

Zhang Ling has made a lot of progress this year and
reached the finals and semi finals in a number of 10K
and 25K events. At the end of 2007 Zhang Ling was
ranked 517 in singles and 723 in doubles on the WTA
Rankings and has advanced to the current ranking of
400 singles and 333 doubles (with a year high ranking
of 313 singles in July and 284 doubles in October).
Jessica Yang Zi Jun is currently ranked 49 on the ITF
World Junior Rankings (year high of 22 in June) and
is now concentrating on gaining WTA points on the
women'’s circuit.

We hope that our work will continue to succeed and
expand, and that in the future more players will have
the opportunity to experience international tennis and

embark on a professional tennis career.




National Training Squad

Since the National Training Squad (NTS) was
inaugurated in 2003, a select group of talented juniors
aged between 12-18 have been trained under the
Elite Committee. This training is specially designed to
help players excel on the tennis court and ultimately
become medal winners for Hong Kong. Since the
new season started in September 2008, Mr. Ray
Kelly, Director of Coaching and Development and his
national coaching team including Ross Elliott, Leo Liu,
Michael Lai, Christiaan Hart, Johann Filmalter, Yang
Yi and Yu Hiu Tung (former HK No. 1 player & Davis
Cupper) have greatly enhanced the contents of the
programmes for our valuable players. They initiated a
successful re-grouping exercise which divided the NTS
into 4 focus squads namely NTS, Senior Squad, Junior
NTS and Pre NTS, allowing these young and talented
players to receive more focused and intensive training
from the coaches. The majority of them are training at
the HKTA Tennis Centre in Kowloon Tsai Park, except
for the Pre NTS group who are based in Shek Kip Mei
Park and will move to Causeway Bay Sports Ground
from January 2009.

This re-grouping exercise has proven to be a great
success as the NTS training has become more
intensified with more supervision on each player’s
development. NTS players have been performing very
well in local and international tournaments including
SCAA, CRC, Junior Series as well as the ITF Open junior
tournaments held in Hong Kong. Highlights being NTS
players capturing all the singles and doubles titles of the
SCAA Champion Cup, many of them advancing to the
finals in the CRC Open, Junior Series and Junior Series
Masters etc. Their performance at the ITF HK Open
Junior in October impressed not only the coaches, but
the parents and the audience as well. Notable results
include Katherine Ip reaching the singles semifinal in her
first ITF tournament; Justin To and Kelvin Lam reached
the singles semifinal and quarterfinal respectively,
and the partnership of Brian Yeung and Vincent Yau
reaching the doubles quarterfinal.




NTS & TG Overseas Tournaments
& Training

Taiwan National Junior Championships, Kaohsiung,
Taiwan (January 2008)

During the New Year holidays, Coach Elia Hill led a
group of 7 players to Kaohsiung, Taiwan to compete in
a number of national singles and doubles tournaments
against some of their best counterparts in Taiwan.
Kelvin Lam captured the 14U Singles’ title and Eudice
Chong and Christy Chan reached the final and semifinal
respectively. Other players obtained many match-
play experiences in the tournament and competing
on clay courts enabled them to realize their strengths
and weaknesses thus identifying the areas for their
improvement.  As commented by Coach Elia, it was
an extremely rewarding trip. The Committee will again
consider sending players to this worthwhile event, and
will continue to seek opportunities for our juniors to play
on different surfaces so that they can further develop
their technical and mental strength.

2008 Chinese National Junior Series
(June and July 2008)

This year the Committee extended some special
attention to a group of promising juniors who are having
training in the Talent Group A (TGA). In a trip sponsored
by the HKTF, Coach Michael Lai led a group of 6 TGA
players to take part in the Chinese National Junior
Series Leg 3 & 4 in Beijing in June 2008. It was a fruitful
tour as players not only gained valuable match-play
experience, they also learnt how to survive and get into
a daily routine at tournaments, they acquired a hunger
for competition, and they also learnt a lot in player
education, independence, and overall confidence. Our
thanks to the HKTF who provided financial support for
the players to compete in this event. Although some
of them lost their matches early in the tournament, the
trip was a rewarding one with plenty of friendly matches
played against their counterparts in China.

Following the 12U events, our older NTS players
also entered the Chinese National Junior Series Leg
7 & 8 14U events in Beijing. With outstanding results
in doubles and reaching the last 16 in Singles, Vincent
Yau qualified for the Grand Masters in October. Brian
Yeung was awarded number 1 position in the fitness
test and by reaching the final in doubles, he was also
invited to play in the Grand Masters in Jiangmen. Kevin
Wong, Tommy Lam and Ma Ka Man were also given
the opportunity to play in this event at the last minute
when positions became vacant in the draw. The best
results being Tommy reaching the semifinal in 12U
singles and Kelvin and Vincent who advanced to
the 2nd round of the 14U doubles in the main draw.
Although the opponents possessed a clear upper hand
in terms of overall fitness and agility around the court,
it was nonetheless a very good learning experience
for the HK players and the results did not come easy
particularly as the opponents are all training full time on
an average of 5-6 hours each day.

Summer Tour to Australia (July 2008)

An intensive 2-week programme comprising high
standard training camps and tournaments was
organised by Coach Elia Hill for the TG and TGA players
during summer. After an intensive training programme
for the fundamentals that involved coordination skills,
technique improvement and tactics, the players were
given many opportunities to translate all they had
learnt into solid play during this tour. In addition to
the training camp held at the the Kawana Tennis Club,
the HK players took part in the 2008 Junior Masters
Mooloolaba tournament in Brisbane, Australia. Suki
Law, Jack Wong, Oscar Cheung and Christy Chan
captured the titles of their respective age group events,

Cystal Sher & Matthew Wong reached the finals in the
13 age group, Cybe Ko entered the semifinals and
Michael Wong finished in the quarterfinals.




ATF Junior Series

Malaysia (August 2008) and Philippines
(October 2008)

At all the Asian 14/U Series tournaments (excluding
the Asian 14/U Championships & Asian 14/U Masters
Series Final) a feed-in system for the singles draws
is utilized. Players who lose out in the first round of
the main draw will automatically be entered into a
consolation draw, presenting a great opportunity for
our players to gain a lot of match-play experience.
8 NTS players represented Hong Kong in the ATF 14U
Series in August and played some great tennis with
their counterparts from other countries. In Kuching,
Malaysia, Vincent Yau managed to knock out the
No.1 seed, however he was then defeated by the
eventual champion from Thailand; in the boys doubles,
Vincent & Kevin Wong beat the No. 4 seeds but
eventually lost to the top seeded pair in the semi finals.
In Subic the following week, Vincent did not drop a set
until the final when he upset a very good Korean player
and claimed the boys’ singles title. Kevin, Jonathan
Cho and Brian Yeung also performed well in singles
with the former two reaching the semifinals and Brian
finishing in the quarterfinals.

General speaking the tournaments were of a
high standard dominated by many top Asian
juniors. According to ATF’s Asian 14U Series Ranking
dated 17 November 08, the 3 highest ranked B14
players from Hong Kong are Kelvin Lam at No. 14,
Vincent Yau at No. 16, Kevin Wong at No. 27. The
3 highest ranked G14 players are Vivian Lin at No. 59,
Katherine Ip at No. 96 and Carmen Lai at No. 131.

Guangzhou & Shenzhen Interport Matches
(August 2008)

Friendly matches were again arranged by the
Guangzhou Provincial Sports Institute at Tianhe Sports
Centre, Guangzhou in August 2008. Teresa Shene,
Ko Man Hon, and Jack Wong were amongst some of
the juniors from NTS, TG & Squad that took part in this
training camp. The players competed in a series of
singles, doubles & mixed doubles matches with their
mainland counterparts. The Guangzhou team ended
up winning by a three-day combined score of 37-12, but
the outcome of this friendly competition was of much
less significance than the opportunity to savour the great
competitive atmosphere and to test one’s skills against
his/her peers in a spirited yet good-natured encounter.
The team members were extremely supportive of
one another, their behaviour was good and everyone
who participated enjoyed the experience.

ITF Asian 14U European Tour
(July and August 2008)

The International Tennis Federation (ITF) extended its
recognition to Kelvin Lam as one of the most promising
players in this region when he was invited to join the ITF
Asian 14U European Tour from July until August 2008.
During that time, the Hong Kong protégé contested
a number of category 1 and 2 ETA-sanctioned
tournaments.  Other notables that played in these
events included Europe’s top three-ranked 14U players
— Evgeny Karlovskiy (RUS), Julien Cagnina (BEL), and
Liam Broady (GBR).

The ITF Asian 14U European Tour is part of the ITF
Development Programme financed by the ITF and the
Grand Slam Development Fund. The touring team is
an integral part of the ITF development programme
and aims to facilitate the transition of talented players
through regional and international junior competitions
and where possible, on to the professional ranks.
In order to be eligible for selection onto the ITF Asian
14U European Tour, players must have out performed
others in the ITF 14U Asian Championship by reaching
the top 6 in the event. Kelvin Lam was selected on the
basis of his ranking as No. 3 player in the 2008 ITF 14U
Asian Championship.



Talent Group

The Talent Group (TG) training was formed in 2003 with
the purpose of ensuring a continuous flow of players to
feed up the Development Pyramid as well as providing
talented young players with exposure to intensive
training and quality coaching. The TG also serves to
lay the stepping-stone for talented players aged 16 and
under to enter the NTS. In June 2008, another 10-month
intensive training was completed successfully and a
total of 90 promising juniors came together to celebrate
their achievements during the Year End Party at the
HKTA Tennis Centre at Kowloon Tsai Park.

The seventh season of the TG began in September
2008, we will continue to strive for training excellence
by combining intensive training with local and overseas
tournaments and we optimistically anticipate even
further progress to be made in 2009. In addition, we
have re-organised the programme structure of TG and
set up an additional Talent ID to increase the nurturing
of talent at a young age. The HKTA Coaching team
are to be commended for their efforts in integrating and
structuring the TG group thus making it a more goal-
orientated programme.

The Committee have also placed great emphasis on
communication with the stakeholders involved in the
TG. Throughout the year, we actively communicate
with  parents personally, electronically and via
meetings and reports on their child’s development.
The TG webpages have been redesigned to provide
more structured information to parents and players.
In addition, the social aspect of tennis has been
enhanced to include both tennis and events of a
non-tennis nature in the TG calendar for the year to
encourage friendship amongst the players, and we
also involve the parents on several occasions. In 2009
we will continue to strive for improvement and better
performance and continue our efforts in assisting
players to achieve excellence by combining intensive
training with overseas tournaments and tennis tours,
and it is our goal to ensure that further progress will
be made in the future.

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Year in Review

League Tennis is traditionally one of Hong Kong’s most
popular and arguably the longest running team event
in the territory. Next year will be the 100th Anniversary
of the founding of the League when Kowloon Cricket
Club (KCC) won the Men’s Doubles “A” Division and
to this day KCC “A” division teams are still there in the
top echelons. Several other teams also played at the
beginning of the twentieth century and are still fielding
teams today. These teams include Chinese Recreation
Club, Hong Kong Cricket Club, Indian Recreation Club
and United Services Recreation Club, many of them still
at the same venues as was used in those early days.
The league has run without interruption except for five
years during the Second World War and has over the
years grown in stature and participation. In 2008, 41
member clubs and league clubs, 161 teams and more
than 2,500 players took part in the various divisions.
Two major leagues are held each year, the Summer and
Winter Leagues as well as a Mixed Doubles League, a
Veterans League (run jointly with Hong Kong Veterans
Tennis Association) and a Junior League.

The HKTA is constantly searching for opportunities that
will allow more clubs and players to participate in league
tennis. The Winter Two-Court League is one of these
initiatives. This league jointly organised by the HKTA
and the Federation of Community Tennis Clubs (FCTC)
aims at introducing league tennis to all residential tennis
clubs in Hong Kong, especially targeting those clubs
and complexes that have only two courts. In 2008,
88 teams from 35 FCTC member clubs and 6 HKTA
member clubs and residential tennis clubs participated.
We have been very pleased with the response to this
initiative and will continue to explore other avenues to
attract more teams and players to this event and also to
introduce some more new and exciting ideas.

HKTA Tennis Convenors’
Tournament 2008

The ninth HKTA Tennis Convenors’ Tournament took
place on 30th November during the morning of finals
day at the CRC Open 2008. This tournament jointly
hosted by the League Management Committee (LMC)
and the Chinese Recreation Club (CRC) is always a
well attended and enjoyable event and 2008 proved
no exception. The players in this event are vying for the
Convenors’ Cup, a perpetual trophy that was donated
in 1999 by the HKTA President, Mr. Kenneth Tsui, in
memory of his late father and uncle — Tsui Wai Pui and
Tsui Yun Pui — these gentlemen affectionately referred
to as “The Tsui Brothers” by their peers, will always be
remembered for their remarkable contribution to Hong
Kong tennis.

Year in Review

The Tournament Committee is aware how important
competition is to the sport of tennis. Tennis is a “sport
for life” tournaments being one of the ways to fuel the
enthusiasm for people to continue playing. Tournaments
are also one of the reasons so many people play
and continue to play tennis throughout their lives.
Tournaments can be geared for any age group and one
can play from Junior level 8 years and under to Senior
level 80 years and over, at both local and International
levels.

Our aims are to organise more tournaments for players
of all levels and ages. Another of the Committees duties
is to select the teams from the eligible and available
players to represent Hong Kong in major games and
competitions.  During this year many competitions
have been organised especially targeting the younger
players, thus providing them with more incentive to
practice and to gain valuable tournament experience.
By separating the Novice competitions for beginners
and the Junior Series for the more experienced players,
we have significantly increased the numbers playing in
the Novice Competitions significantly. This year we had
an increase of 400 entries in the Junior Series and 100
more in the Junior Novice Competition, the youngest
player being 5 years old.

Community Tennis

Every year we organise various tennis events in
the districts to allow players of different levels to
compete, and in 2008 thousands of local players have
participated in the popular Federation of Community
Tennis Clubs League and the Hong Kong Districts
Tennis Circuit.

ITF Group 4 and 5 Junior Circuit
Tournaments

For over twenty years the HKTA has organised
International Tennis Federation (ITF) Junior Circuit
Tournaments in Hong Kong. This year a Group 4 event
in October and a Group 5 in January were organised by
the Committee, with juniors from a total of 17 countries
participating. These events give our top 18 and
under juniors a unique opportunity to participate in an
international tournament played in their own environment
against competitors from all over the world. It also helps
them to gain their first ITF Junior World ranking, or
improve their current ranking. At the moment in Hong
Kong we have 10 boys and 11 girls with a world junior
ranking, with the highest being Jessica Yang Zi Jun who
is currently ranked 49 after having reached a high of 22
in the world (in July) before she stopped playing junior
tournaments to concentrate on the WTA tour.



Hong Kong National Tennis
Championships

The Hong Kong National Tennis Championships is one
of the three major tennis tournaments that are held
yearly in Hong Kong, most of the top players in Hong
Kong compete in these events. This year the tournament
was held at Victoria Park during November/December,
being the first tournament to use the Centre Court after

the renovations.

Lions Hong Kong National Junior
Tennis Championships 2008

The Hong Kong National Junior Tennis Championships
sponsored by Lions Clubs International District 303 H.K.
& Macau is the most popular local junior tournament in
Hong Kong, This year over 680 children entered, a 25%
increase over 2007. The juniors competed in 16 events;
Boys’ and Girls’ Singles 10U, 12U, 14U, 16U, 18U and
Boys’ and Girls’ Doubles in 12U, 14U, 18U.

Rankings

Results from the National Championships, the SCAA
Open, the CRC Open, and the Hong Kong Districts
Tennis Circuit, as well as conversion points from the WTA,
ATP or ITF Futures and Satellite results are used for the
Hong Kong Tennis Association National Rankings. All
participants in tournaments will have a numeric ranking
from 1, 2, 3, 4 and so on.

The Junior National Ranking system shows singles
rankings for Boys and Girls 10&U, 12&U, 14&U, 16&U,
18&U as well as Boys and Girls doubles rankings
12&U, 14&U, 18&U. One of the aims of the Tournament
Committee is to encourage junior players to gain more
experience in doubles, given that the doubles event is
often a deciding factor in results of international team
competitions.

International Exposure

Teams from Hong Kong compete each year in
International Tennis Federation Team Competitions and
it is the duty of the Tournament Committee to ensure
fair selection for these events. This year, players,
captains and managers have been selected for: the
Davis Cup by BNP Paribas and the Federation Cup. In
2008, for the second year running a two men team from
Hong Kong participated in the ITF Seniors World Team
Championships in Turkey.

We have also sent many of our elite juniors
overseas during the year to compete in a number of
ITF international junior team competitions - the
Asia/Oceania qualifying for the under-14s World
Junior Tennis Competition for both boys and girls, the
Junior Davis Cup (boys), the Junior Fed Cup (girls)
for under-16 juniors, and the East Asian 14 & Under

Championships.
