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2009 has been a momentous year as we celebrate the formation of Hong
Kong Tennis Association 100 years ago. It is also a milestone year for me
as | complete 8 years of service at the helm of an organisation that has
been pre-eminent in promoting the game of tennis in Hong Kong.

Over the past 8 years HKTA has experienced exponential growth in Hong
Kong, not only in making tennis bigger and better but also in having
substantial increase in our revenue reserves by over 800%. We have
secured HKTA’s steady growth for many years to come.

Since | took on the presidency 8 years ago | set forth to map out a
structured expansion plan for our Association. The committee structure
had been streamlined for better productivity. Operational transparency
was enhanced based on defined terms of reference. Major decisions
would be made by select groups. Yearly plans and budgets became
compulsory requirements for committee chairs, And these were then
consolidated into the HKTA’s overall yearly budget. Information dissemi-
nation was greatly improved and a highly sophisticated web site was
created.

Having dissolved the then coaches section we revamped the entire
coaches education and courses and created the now popular coaches

registry which today comprises more than 300 registered HKTA coaches
to serve the Hong Kong public. To improve the fairness and indepen-
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dence of the system we turned to ITF to provide us with Instructors and
Examiners of coaches. As a result of this hard work we now have a
sizeable number of HKTA registered coaches and a licensing system that
is now recognised by the Leisure and Cultural Services Department.

We have a strong Coaching team of 8 internationally qualified coaches
led by a Director of Coaching and we will be hiring a fithess coach in the
next few months. There is a very well structured training scheme with
thousands of kids playing at the grass roots level, both through the
schools programmes and in our extensive public court squads, over 40
children training in the National Training Squads and a development
pyramid that leads all the way up to our top players two of whom are
currently ranked in the top 300 in the world on the Women’s Tennis
Association (WTA) and destined to go higher still in the next year.

My greatest thrill however was when we officially opened our own Tennis
Centre recently. This had been a dream of mine for many years and to
finally have this dream come to fruition gave me a wonderful sense of
satisfaction. We will not however stop there; we look forward to have
bigger plans to improve this Centre and hope that it will become the best
training centre in the region in the years ahead.
